SAFETY & SECURITY

To keep everyone safe and secure, please follow these important rules:
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Basic Campus Rules:
· Always wear your ID card on campus and show it to the security guard when leaving.
· Do not bring alcohol onto campus. Security may check your bag if needed.
· Smoking is only allowed in designated smoking areas.
· Be quiet after 10:00 PM. Please avoid using your phone in your room during this time.
· Do not enter the room of someone of the opposite gender, no matter the situation or reason.
· If someone threatens your safety:
1. Shout loudly so others nearby can hear and help.
2. Then ask the security guard for assistance. Staff will respond quickly.
· If you need to go to the hospital at night, contact the security guard. They will inform the manager or driver.
· If you have any safety concerns, report them to the office immediately.

· To maintain safety and support a positive learning environment, a curfew is in effect. We appreciate your cooperation.
· Semi-Sparta students may go out freely, except during class hours. If you need to leave during class, you must get prior approval. Parents accompanying junior students are not restricted from going out, but please still follow the curfew.
· Sparta Course students (Red ID) are not allowed to go out on weekdays. However, short outings may be approved in advance by management. All students must return before the evening program starts.
· Repeated curfew violations may lead to expulsion. Please follow the curfew rules carefully.



Overnight Stays or Travel
· If you plan to stay out overnight or travel, you must inform the admin office at least 24 hours in advance.
· When booking travel packages online, avoid choosing the cheapest option. For your safety and comfort, choose a package with a reasonable price and good reviews.

 Safety Tips for Going Out or Traveling
· Do not carry large amounts of money or your passport when going out.
· To avoid theft, keep your bag in front of you at all times, and avoid using your phone or wallet in public areas.
· If you are mugged or pickpocketed, do not fight back. Give them what they want to stay safe.
· Never accept food or drinks from strangers.
· Do not engage in prostitution or similar activities—these are often scams and extremely risky.
· Avoid the temptation of marijuana and online gambling. Both are illegal in the Philippines and may result in serious legal consequences.


In Case of Fire
· If a fire breaks out, use the nearest fire extinguisher to put it out. You will not be charged for any damages caused by using a fire extinguisher.
· Do not use a fire extinguisher on electrical fires or exposed wires.


Juniors Under 18
· Juniors under 18 are not allowed to go out alone. They must be accompanied by a manager or teacher if unaccompanied by a parent.
· In accordance with Philippine law, juniors under 18 are strictly prohibited from smoking or drinking alcohol, both on and off campus.
· Juniors under 13 years old are not allowed to use the pool alone. They must be supervised at all times.
